ORDINANCE NO.  97-12

AN ORDINANCE ENABLING THE ESTABLISHMENT OF A COMMUNITY EDUCATIONAL TELEVISION STATION

Section 1:
PURPOSES
A.
To evidence that the Fayette County Commissioners support the City of Connersville (hereinafter "Connersville") in regard to its City Ordinance No. 3585, passed on June 16, 1997, and entitled "AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING A COMMUNITY EDUCATION TELEVISION STATION IN AND FOR THE CITY OF CONNERSVILLE".

B.
To evidence that the Fayette County Commissioners support the Cable Educational Board and Advisory Committee, which Board/Committee was established by the aforesaid Connersville Ordinance (which aforesaid Television Station and Board/Committee are hereinafter referred to, collectively, as "the Station").

C.
To assure that any portion of the rates, eventually fairly charged by the Station to Fayette County residents who are not residents of the civil City of Connersville (hereinafter, "Fayette County residents"), for use and viewing of the aforesaid Educational Television programming, shall be subject to the review and scrutiny of the budgetary processes of the Fayette County body politic.

Section 2:
GENERAL AUTHORITY
It is required that the Station, as a condition of charging Fayette County residents a rate for use and viewing of the aforesaid Educational Television programming, firstly, and thereafter annually, present a copy of the Station's budget to the Fayette County Commissioners for review, referral, direction and/or approval, and that all funds (received from Fayette County residents for the hereinbefore mentioned usage and viewing), which are allocable to Fayette County, should be paid to, and received by, the said County for disbursement in accordance with approved budgets and budgetary control, in the following payments and in the following amounts:

The Station shall provide, to the Fayette County Commissioners, payments in the form of five percent (5%) of its gross recurring revenues from Fayette County residents.

(A)
Payments shall be due forty-five (45) days after the end of the month in recurring installments during the first year of implementation of the Ordinance.

(B)
Payments shall be due forty-five (45) days after the end of each calendar year quarter in recurring installments during subsequent years.

The privilege granted herein shall continue in force and effect at the will of the Fayette County Commissioners and may be amended or revoked by subsequent ordinance with reasonable advanced notice.
